Why happen?
Both had strong relationship with Lord.
Jonathan respected David’s faith in God
Jonathan had experienced blessing and power of God.
Jonathan had learned to wait on God.
Both had same purpose and goals.
Getz: The friendship that developed between Jonathan and David was no
ordinary friendship. It's true that all the human elements were there—
emotion, respect, admiration, commitment—but interweaving these human
factors was a divine dimension that made this OT friendship one of the
most significant relationships in human history.

Why Jonathan strip himself of robe and give to David? Garments? Sword, bow and
girdle?
Eastern culture--highest honor a sovereign could confer upon a subject was to give
him part of his attire.
Robe--outward honor
Garments--heart or inward honor.
Armor--military honor.
Jonathan saying to David, | am yielding to you all the honor that | have.
Robe—throne
Garments--family heritage.
Sword, bow and girdle--military leadership.
Jonathan--yielding prestige, person and heart to David.

Girdle: symbol of strength and power (Job 12:18, 21; 30:11; Isa. 22:21; 45:5).

1 Sam 18:5
David over the men of war.
When long absent close friends returned many groups of women and children
form a triumphal procession to celebrate their return.
Done when victorious armies return.
Problem: They were not very discrete in the words of their songs.
Praising David more than King Saul.
1 Sam 18:7-8
Saul was very wroth: to burn within.
...and the saying displeased him inner turmoil
Paranoia...extreme fear or distrust of people.
1 Sam 18:9
Saul eyed David—Ilooked upon with suspicion. With animosity, jealousy, with
secret and malignant hatred.
Swindoll: When imagination is fueled by jealousy, suspicion takes over...and
at that point, dangerous things occur.
Hideous effects of Saul's jealousy toward David.
Eventually brings Saul down.
Getz: The severest form of jealousy normally emerges when the popularity of
one person is superseded by the popularity of another. That's exactly what
happened in Saul's case. He had been Israel's national hero. When he was
anointed king, everyone shouted, “Long live the king!” (10:24). He had been a
great warrior.
David unintentionally killed a giant--people impressed!
Envy shoots at others and wounds herself.
Jealousy is nourished by doubt.
To jealousy, nothing is more frightful than laughter.
A jealous man always finds more than he is looking for.
There is never jealousy where there is not strong regard.
Lots of people know a good thing the minute the other fellow sees it first.
