1. Real Romans 5:8
Hughes: Love is the Son of God hanging by his arms, his muscles
paralyzed and unable to respond. Love is God’'s Son fighting to raise
himself in order to get just one short breath. Love is carbon dioxide
mounting in the lungs, cramps partially subsiding, allowing our Lord to push
himself spasmodically upward for life-giving oxygen. This is a picture of
God’s love. Still, it is only suggestive of His deeper love, His willingness to
bear our sin and suffer separation from His beloved Father.

2. Completed - It is finished: Jesus has done everything He can do
