Sum of numbers from 1 to 17. Sum of 10, the number of the
commandments and hence of the Law, 7 representing sevenfold gifts of
Spirit.
153 dots can be arranged in an equilateral triangle with 17 dots along
each side, an interesting geometrical fact.
