Wouldn't kill God’s anointed.

Secretly loyal to David.

Regarding Doeg
New Commentary: As a non-Israelite, he probably did not have any
gualms about killing the priests, as did Saul's other men. Thus was
fulfilled the prophesied doom of the house of Eli (1 Sam. 2:31). But
Saul, in addition to his disagreements with Samuel and David, has
now lost the support of the other priests of Israel.

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F.B. Meyer: The high priest’s inner garment was a white linen tunic, over
which he wore a blue robe, and above this the ephod, made of white
interwoven linen, with blue and purple and scarlet and gold threads. To
this was affixed the breastplate, in which were twelve precious stones,
corresponding to the twelve tribes of Israel. In this breastplate were
probably either one or two very beautiful and resplendent diamonds,
through which God manifested Hi swill. If to any question reverently put to
Him by the priest the answer was no, the light in these precious stones
dimmed; if on the contrary, it was yes, they flashed with splendor.

their own Urim and Thummim “which is a conscience void of offense, a heart

cleansed in the blood of Christ, a spiritual nature that is pervaded by the Holy
