Ordain a man with questionable
character--condoning his sin.
Keep yourself pure: chaste, upright, honorable, moral:
Timothy--stomach problems and other types of ilinesses



1 Timothy 5:23
Timothy: conscientious.
Water unsafe.
Use a little wine.... medicine, dietetic, hygienic substance;
Little: micros—little portion
Used as medicine for weak and sickly
Wouest: Wine was one of the chief remedial agents of these times in which
the science of medicine was in its infancy among Greek physicians.
Wine not always refer to alcoholic beverage.
1. Non-fermented grape juice.
2. Fermented—alcoholic
3. Grape Juice
4. Jelly
Uncertain--when become fermented.
Proverbs 23:31-35 Proverbs 20:1 Ephesians 5:18
Alcoholic beverage --direct opposition to filling of Spirit.
1 Tim 3:3 Bishop not given to wine.
Given: not beside...staying near.
Deacons: 1 Tim 3:8 not given to much wine.
1 Timothy 5:24
Choosing proper leadership
Open beforehand, going before to judgment. Clearly evident, conspicuous,
obvious
Openly manifest to all eyes.
Going before to judgment: Like heralds who proclaim in advance the unfitness
of such sinful men.
Verdict already known!
And some men they follow after: after research done-- found unfit for service.
1 Timothy 5:25
Some cases--obvious to all this person is qualified
and they that are otherwise cannot be hid. Will surface.
Paul to Timothy—don’t worry!
Take time!
Be thorough.
A man’s sin will always surface
If you'll show caution and not be hasty in ordaining men to office...Ephesus
will have good elders.
Truth will always surface.
