Jukes Family There has been careful search in to the history of one criminal family
known as the Jukes, and it is conspicuous as a long record of pauperism (living on
charity..handouts) and profligacy (immoral, wasteful) imbecility (foolish and stupid
person) and insanity, prostitution and drunkenness.

A total of 1,200 descendants have been traced of this prolific family tree. Some 400 of
these were physically self~wrecked, 310 professional , 130 convicted
criminals, 60 habitual thieves and pick-pockets, and 7 murderers; while out of the whole
1,200 only 20 ever learned a trade, and of these half of them owed it to prison discipline.

college presidents, and 100 professors, 100 of them have been ministers of the
Gospel, missionaries, and theological teachers.
