Mac: We can benefit greatly from the counsel of a wise, spiritual friend, and
sometimes even from the criticisms of unbelievers. But no human being is
qualified to determine the legitimacy, quality, or faithfulness of our work for

the Lord. We are not even qualified to determine those things for
