There are times when a spiritual father needs to give a
Proverbs 25:12 ---a wise reprover upon an obedient ear.
Puffed up: Proud, boastful, arrogant, to puff up, be blown up...
Upon arriving in Corinth.. first job to call their bluff.
... not the speech of them which are puffed up, but the power.
Not how much they talk about spiritual lives but how much they live the power

of God.
v. 20 Kingdom of God: God’s rule and . Manifestation of glory.
