The priest would dip the 
hyssop in blood and sprinkle him with blood seven times. It was ____________ that 
he was clean before God. Scarred, yes. He may have the leper's complete whiteness. 
He may have lost fingers, but he was clean before God. David compared to the purity 
of God sees himself kind of as a leper, but he knows even a scarred leper when he is 
clean is accepted. 
A cleansed leper would still be a scarred person. A cleansed David is still a scarred 
person, and he sees himself as a leper here.
